Materials: 

Crochet hook size N/15 (10 mm) 
Bungee Mini in 2 different colors

Crochet tension: approx. 

 7 ks x 10 rows. = 4 x 4 inches (10x10 cm) 

 

Measurements:  

Small: Base: approx. 5.9 inches (15 cm). Height 3.15 inches 

(8 cm).  

Large: Base: approx. 8 inches (20,5 cm). Height 3.15 inches  

(8 cm). 

Usage approx.: 

Small: color 1: 5.5. oz. (155g) color 2: 0.7 oz. (20g) 

Large: color 1: 7.9 oz. (225g) color 2: 1 oz. (30g) 

 

 

 

 

 

Abbreviations: 

ch: chain stitch 

s: stitch 

sc: single crochet 

ss: slip stitch 

mr: magic ring 

blo: back loop only  

ks: knit stitch

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Pattern – Visual how-to-guide is available at the end of the pattern. 

Base:  

1. Start with a mr. Work 6 sc into the ring. Finish with 1 ss.(6) 

2. Ch 1. Work 2 sc in each s in the round. Finish with 1 ss.(12) 

3. Ch 1. “Work 1 sc in the first s, 2 sc in the next s”. Repeat from “to” around. Finish with 1 ss.(18) 

4. Ch 1. “Work 1 sc in the first 2 s, 2 sc in the next s”. Repeat from “to” around. Finish with 1 

ss.(24) 

5. Ch 1. “Work 1 sc in the first 3 s, 2 sc in the next s”. Repeat from “to” around. Finish with 1 

ss.(30) 

6. Ch 1. “Work 1 sc in the first 4 s, 2 sc in the next s”. Repeat from “to” around. Finish with 1 

ss.(36) When making the small basket, you stop here and crochet the side of the basket. 

7. Ch 1. “Work 1 sc in the first 5 s, 2 sc in the next s”. Repeat from “to” around. Finish with 1 

ss.(42) 

8. Ch 1. “Work 1 sc in the first 6 s, 2 sc in the next s”. Repeat from “to” around. Finish with 1 

ss.(48) 

 

Sides: 

1. Ch 1. Work sc in blo around. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

2. Ch 1. Work 1 ks in the first 2 s in color 1. Next ks is worked in color 2. “Work 1 ks in the next 3 s 

in color 1, next ks is worked in color 2”. Repeat from “to” around. Work 1 ks in the last s in 

color 1. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

3. Ch 1. Work ks w/color 1 around. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

4. Ch 1. Work 1 ks in the first s w/color 2. “Work 1 ks in the next 3 s w/color 1, 1 ks in the next s 

w/color 2”. Repeat from “to” around. Work 1 ks w/color 1 in the last 2 s. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

5. Ch 1. Work ks w/color 1 around. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

6. Ch 1. Work 1 ks in the first 2 s w/color 1. Next ks is worked w/color 2. “Work 1 ks in the next 3 

s w/color 1, next ks is worked w/color 2”. Repeat from “to” around. Work 1 ks in the last s 

w/color 1. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

7. Ch 1. Work ks w/color 1 around. Finish with 1 ss. 

 

8. Work 1 round of ss w/color 1. Cut the yarn and weave in the ends.

Visual how-to-guide:  

 
1. Here is your just finished base finished with 

1 ss. 

 
2. Ch 1. Now, work sc in blo. The sewing needle 

marks the loop in which your sc is going to 

be worked. 

 
3. Like this. 

 

 
4. Repeat with sc in blo around and finish with 

1 ss. 

 
1. Ch 1. 

 
2. Now, you are going to make a knit stitch (ks). 

Ks is a normal sc, but instead of working it as 

you normally would, you work it in the “v” of 

the stitch. The sewing needle here marks 

where you should work your sc in order for it 

to become a ks 
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3. Like this. Now, you have worked 1 ks. 

 

 
4. Work 1 ks in the next s. The sewing needle 

marks where your sc should be worked in 

order for it to become a ks. 

 
5. Like this. 

 
6. Next s is worked with color 2. Insert the 

crochet hook in the s. The sewing needle here 

marks where your ks should be worked. 

 
7. Yarn over with color 2. 

 
8. Pull the yarn back through the s.  
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9. Yarn over w color 1 and pull through both 

loops. 

 
10. Like this.  

 
11. Work 1 ks w color 1 in the next 3 s. 

 
12. Work 1 ks with color 2 in the next s. Yarn 

over with color 1 and pull the yarn through.

14. Repeat “work 1 ks in the next 3 s with color 

1, 1 ks in the next s with color 2” around. 

Finish with 1 ss. 
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15.  Ch 1. Work 1 round of ks with color 1. Finish 

with 1 ss. 

 
16. Ch 1. Work 1 ks in the first s with color 2. 

“Work 1 ks in the next 3 s with color 1, 1 ks 

in the next s with color 2”. 

 
17. Repeat from “to” around. Work 1 ks with 

color 1 in the last 2 s. Finish with 1 ss. (36) 

 
18. Ch 1. Work 1 round of ks with color 1. Finish 

with 1 ss. 

 

 
19. Ch 1. Work 1 ks in the first 2 s with color 1. 

Next ks is worked with color 2. “Work 1 ks in 

the last 2 s with color 1, next ks is worked 

with color 2”. 

 
20. Repeat from “to” around. Work 1 ks in the 

last s with color 1. Finish with 1 ss. (36) 
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21. Ch 1. Work 1 round of ks with color 1. Finish 

with 1 ss. 

 
22. Work 1 round of ss. Cut the yarn and weave 

in the ends.
