Note:	Each	row	is	turned	by	chaining	3,	and	these	3	ch	stitches	replace	1	dc.	

1. Ch	35.	Work	1	dc	in	the	4th	ch	from	the	hook.	Work	dc	till	the	end	of	the	row.	(33)	
	

2. Turn	by	chaining	3.	”Work	1	fpdc	around	the	first	s,	work	1	bpdc	around	the	next	s”.	Repeat	from	
”to”	until	you	have	2	sts	left.	Work	1	fpdc	around	the	next	s.	Work	1	regular	dc	in	the	last	s.		
	

3. Turn	by	chaining	3.	”Work	1	bpdc	around	the	first	s,	work	1	fpdc	around	the	next	s”.	Repeat	from	
”to”	until	you	have	2	sts	left.	Work	1	bpdc	around	the	next	s.	Work	1	reg.	dc	in	the	last	s.	

Repeat	row	2	and	3	until	your	work	measures	approx.	17.7	(18.5)	19.7	inches	(45	(47)	50	cm).	Cut	the	
yarn	and	weave	in	the	ends.

(47)	50	cm).	Cut	the	yarn	and	weave	in	the	
ends.	

	

	
Instructions	–	Assembly:	

	
1. Place	your	crocheted	piece	as	shown	in	the	

picture	here.	

	
2. Now,	you’re	going	to	fold	the	ends	so	they	

will	create	a	tied	“knot”.	
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3. Place	the	right	part	over	the	left	part,	so	it	

covers	half	of	the	left	part.	

	

	
4. Fold	the	other	half	of	the	left	piece,	which	is	

not	covered,	over	the	right	part.	

	
5. Fold	the	other	half	of	the	right	part	over	the	

left	part.		

	
6. The	ends	of	your	crocheted	work	are	now	

folded/	intertwined	as	shown	in	the	picture	
above.	

	
7. Sew	through	all	4	layers,	so	the	end	pieces	

are	sewn	together.	Cut	the	yarn	and	weave	in	
the	ends.	

	
8. Turn	your	work,	so	the	sewing	stitches	are	

on	the	inside	of	your	headband.	You	have	
now	created	a	“knot”	and	the	headband	is	
assembled😊
