Measurement:	90x75cm		
If	the	blanket	needs	to	be	bigger,	the	pattern	
can	be	increased	with	+	6	stitches.	

Abbreviations:	
ch:	chain	
st:	stitch	
sc:	single	crochet	
dc:	double	crochet	
hdc:	half	double	crochet	
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Pattern	–	find	a	picture	guide	below	the	pattern:		

1. Ch	83.	In	the	2nd	ch	from	the	hook,	crochet	1	sc.	Crochet	sc	to	the	end	of	the	row.	(82)	
2. Ch	3	and	turn.	Crochet	2	dc	in	the	first	st.	[Skip	2	st,	crochet	1	sc	in	the	next.	Skip	2	st,	crochet	5	dc	

in	the	next	st].	Repeat	[	to	]	throughout	the	row	until	there	are	3	st	left.	Crochet	1	sc	in	the	last	st.	
3. Ch	3	and	turn.	Crochet	2	dc	in	the	first	st.	[Skip	2	st,	crochet	1	sc	in	the	next	st.	Skip	2	st,	crochet	5	

dc	in	the	next	st]	Repeat	[	to	]	throughout	the	row	until	there	are	3	st	left.	Crochet	1	sc	in	the	last	st.		

Repeat	step	3	until	you	have	53	rows	with	little	‘fans’	in	total.		
	

54. 	Ch	1	and	turn.	[Crochet	1	sc	in	the	next	5	st,	1	hdc	in	the	next	st].	Repeat	[	to	]	throughout	the	row	
until	there	are	3	st	left.	Crochet	1	sc	in	the	last	3	st.	Cut	the	yarn	and	weave	in	the	ends.	

	

Edging:	

Insert	the	yarn	in	one	of	the	sides	of	the	blanket.	Crochet	sc	in	each	st	all	the	way	around.	In	the	
corners,	crochet	3	sc.	Finish	off	with	1	sl	st.		
Ch	1.	Crochet	sc	in	each	st	all	the	way	around.	In	the	middle	stitch	of	the	corners,	crochet	2	sc.	Finish	
off	with	1	sl	st.	Cut	the	yarn	and	weave	in	the	ends.		
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Guide	-	Pattern:		

This	guide	is	made	in	another	yarn	and	with	other	stitches,	but	the	method	is	the	same.
