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Knitted Crown -
Headband
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Materials
1 ball of Mohair Delight, col 21
1 ball of Cocktail “Deluxe”, col 17544

Circular needle US 6 (4 mm), 23.6’’ (60
cm)
(NB: The Magic Loop method is used in
this pattern. If you prefer not to use this
method, you may benefit from using a
shorter circular needle US 6 (4 mm), 15.7’’
(40 cm).

Stitch marker

Yarn qualities
Mohair Delight, Hobbii
50 % Mohair / 50 % Acrylic
1.8 oz (50 g) =  164 yds (150 m)

Cocktail “Deluxe”, Go Handmade
100 % Polyester
0.9 oz (25 g) = 98 yds (90 m)

Baby/0-1 year (Child/2-15 years) Adult

Measurements
Width: 6.7’’ (7.9’’) 8.9’’ / 17 (20) 22.5 cm
Height 4.3’’ (4.3’’) 4.3’’ / 11 (11) 11 cm

About the pattern
The headband is worked in the round with
the Magic Loop method. Two threads are
held together.
The bottom part is worked first, then the
points are worked on at a time.

Gauge
23 sts and 25 rows = 4’’ (10 cm)
with needle size US 6 (4 mm) worked in
rib (k1, p1) with one thread of each yarn
quality held together

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Pattern

Headband
● Co 78 (91) 104 sts with needle size US 6 (4 mm). Place a marker at the beg of the

rnd and work in the round from here.
● K 1 rnd.
● Work rib in the round (k1, p1), until the work measures approx 2.8’’ (7 cm).

The crown’s points
NB: The points are worked one at a time.

● *From the beg of the point: Sl1k, k1, pass over the loose st, work 9 sts in rib, k2tog.
● Turn. Work the sts of the point in rib. Turn.
● Sl1k, k1, pass over the loose st, work 7 sts in rib, k2tog.
● Turn. Work the sts of the point in rib. Turn.
● Sl1k, k1, pass over the loose st, work 5 sts in rib, k2tog.
● Turn. Work the sts of the point in rib. Turn.
● Sl1k, k1, pass over the loose st, work 3 sts in rib, k2tog.
● Turn. Work the sts of the point in rib. Turn.
● Sl1k, k1, pass over the loose st, work 1 st in rib, k2tog.
● Turn. Work the sts of the point in rib. Turn.
● Sl1k, k2tog, pass over the loose st.
● Bo.*

Repeat from * to *, until you have completed a total of 6 (7) 8 points.

Weave in the ends.
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
