Rainbow Cotton 8/4
1 skein color 88 (Toffee)
1 skein color 66 (Burnt Orange)
1 skein color 06 (Light Brown)

Friends Cotton 8/4
1 skein color 42 (Cranberry)
1 skein color 13 (Ochre)
1 skein color 51(Baby Pink)
1 skein color 04 (Cream)
1 skein color 123 (Charcoal)
1 skein color 111 (Jungle Green)

Crochet hook 2 mm / US A/0

Safety eyes 8 mm
Stuffing
Black and white embroidery floss
Embroidery needle
Stitch markers
Scissors

YARN QUALITY
Rainbow Cotton 8/4, Hobbii

100 % Cotton
50 g / 1.75 oz = 160 m / 175 yds

Friends Cotton 8/4, Hobbii
100 % Cotton
50 g / 1.75 oz = 160 m / 174 yds

SIZE
One size

MEASUREMENTS
Height - Approximately 6 inches tall (16cm).

ABBREVIATIONS
sc = single crochet
hdc = half double crochet
dc = double crochet
BLO = back loop only
FLO = front loop only
ch = chain
st/sts = stitch/stitches
rnd/rnds = round/rounds
inc = increase - 2 stitches in same stitch
dec = decrease - crochet 2 stitches together
sl st = slip stitch
* - section to be repeated the specified
amount of times
( ) - total number of stitches

INFO AND TIPS
This pattern is worked in a continuous round unless otherwise stated. At the end of each round,
continue to work in a spiral. There is no need to slip stitch to close each round unless stated.

Chains in this pattern are not counted as a stitch unless otherwise stated.

If you are using a different yarn weight than specified, it's always recommended to use a smaller
hook than specified on the yarn label.
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EARS
The ears are made in two parts (the inner and outer ear) and are crocheted together.

Inner ear
With Baby Pink (51).
Make two.

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *inc* x 6 (12)
Rnd 3. *1sc, inc* x 6 (18)

Tie off and weave in yarn ends.

Outer ear
With Toffee (88).
Make two.

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *inc* x 6 (12)
Rnd 3. *1sc, inc* x 6 (18)

Making sure the wrong sides of your work are facing each other, hold the inner ear next to
the outer ear.

Rnd 4. Through both layers (the outer and inner ear), *2sc, inc* x 6 (24)
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Do not stuff the ears.
The inner and outer ear should now be one piece.

Rnd 5. *3sc, inc* x 6 (30)

Folding the top of the ear together, 3sc through both layers.

Tie off and leave a long tail for sewing.

The ears should look like this.
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HEAD
With Toffee (88).

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *1sc, inc* x 3 (9)
Rnd 3. *2sc, inc* x 3 (12)
Rnd 4. *3sc, inc* x 3 (15)
Rnd 5. *4sc, inc* x 3 (18)
Rnd 6. *5sc, inc* x 3 (21)
Rnd 7. Sc in each st around (21)
Rnd 8. *6sc, inc* x 3 (24)
Rnd 9. Sc in each st around (24)

Start stuffing the head and continue to stuff firmly throughout this section.

Rnd 10. 6sc, *1sc, inc* x 6, 6sc (30)
Rnd 11. Sc in each st around (30)
Rnd 12. 6sc, *2sc, inc* x 6, 6sc (36)
Rnd 13. Sc in each st around (36)
Rnd 14. 6sc, *3sc, inc* x 6, 6sc (42)
Rnd 15 - 22. Sc in each st around for 8 rnds (42)
Rnd 23. *5sc, dec* x 6 (36)
Rnd 24. *4sc, dec* x 6 (30)

Insert safety eyes between rnds 14 - 15, approximately 10 - 12 stitches apart on each side of
the head. Make sure to adjust the placement of the safety eyes until you’re happy before
securing the backs.
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Rnd 25. *3sc, dec* x 6 (24)
Rnd 26. *2sc, dec* x 6 (18)
Rnd 27. *1sc, dec* x 6 (12)
Rnd 28. *dec* x 6 (6)

Finish stuffing the head.
Tie off and weave yarn end through the front loops of the remaining stitches and pull to
close.
The head should look like this.

With Baby Pink yarn embroider a nose over rnds 1 - 2 with approximately 5 - 6 stitches.

With white embroidery floss, embroider a white line around the outside of the safety eye
and repeat on the other side.
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Embroider one horisontal line along the top of the safety eye and a diagonal line next to the
safety eye to create eyelashes.

CHEEKS
With Baby Pink (51).
Make two.

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring, sl st into first st of the rnd (6)

Tie off and leave a tail for sewing.

Pin and sew the cheeks between rnds 14 - 19.
Weave in yarn ends.
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EAR ASSEMBLY

Pin and sew the ears between rnds 19 - 21 of the head.

Weave in yarn ends.

LEGS AND BODY
The body is worked from the bottom upwards by connecting the legs.

LEGS
With Cranberry (42).
Make two.

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *inc* x 6 (12)
Rnd 3. *1sc, inc* x 6 (18)
Rnd 4. Working in BLO, sc in each st around (18)
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Rnd 5 - 6. Sc in each st around for 2 rnds (18)
Rnd 7. 7sc, *dec* x 2, 7sc (16)

Start stuffing the legs and continue to stuff throughout this section.

Rnd 8. 6sc, *dec* x 2, 6sc (14)
Rnd 9. 5sc, *dec* x 2, 5sc (12)
Rnd 10 - 11. Sc in each st around for 2 rnds (12)

Change colour to Cream (04).

Rnd 12. *3sc, inc* x 3 (15)

Change colour to Toffee (88).

Rnd 13. Working in BLO, sc in each st around (15)
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Rnd 14 - 18. Sc in each st around for 5 rnds (15)

Tie off and weave in yarn end. Repeat for the second leg - DO NOT TIE OFF THE SECOND
LEG.

Next we’ll connect the legs to create the body.

BODY
The body is continued from the legs.

Rnd 19. Sc in the next 4 - 5 stitches until you reach the inside of the leg.

Holding the two legs together with the feet facing in the same direction (away from you).
Insert your hook into the next stitch on the inside of the first leg and sc to join.
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14sc, insert your hook back into the second leg and sc to join, sc to the end of the round
(until you reach your stitch marker).

Note - once the legs are connected you may notice a small hole where the legs are joined. If
this is the case, sew the hole closed with a length of yarn in the same colour used for the
body.

Rnd 20. *4sc, inc* x 6 (36)
Rnd 21. Sc in each st around (36)
Rnd 22. *5sc, inc* x 6 (42)
Rnd 23. Sc in each st around (42)

Change colour to Ochre (13).

Rnd 24. Sc in each st around (42)
Rnd 25. Working in BLO, sc in each st around (42)

Stuff firmly and continue to stuff throughout this section.

Rnd 26 - 30. Sc in each st around for 5 rnds (42)
Rnd 31. *5sc, dec* x 6 (36)
Rnd 32 - 33. Sc in each st around for 2 rnds (36)
Rnd 34. *4sc, dec* x 6 (30)
Rnd 35 - 36. Sc in each st around for 2 rnds (30)
Rnd 37. *3sc, dec* x 6 (24)
Rnd 38. Sc in each st around (24)
Rnd 39. *2sc, dec* x 6 (18)
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Rnd 40. Sc in each st around (18)
Rnd 41. Working in BLO, *1sc, dec* x 6 (12)

Finish stuffing.

Tie off and leave a long tail for sewing.

Insert hook into the unworked front loops of rnd 24 of the body, pull up a loop with ochre
(13) and ch1.

Rnd 1. Starting in the same st sc in each st around (42).
Rnd 2 - 5. Sc in each st around for 4 rnds (42)

Tie off and weave in yarn end.
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COLLAR
With Ochre (13).
The collar is worked in rows.
At the end of each row, ch1 and turn your work. Don’t count the ch1 as a stitch.

Row 1. Starting with a slip knot on your hook, ch7. Starting in the second chain from the
hook, sc in each st down the chain, ch1 and turn your work. (6)
Row 2 - 35. Working in BLO, 6sc, ch1 and turn for 34 rows (6)
Row 36. Working in BLO, 6sc (6)

Tie off and leave a long (40cm) tail for sewing.

Sew the collar to the unworked front loops of rnd 40 of the body - as there are more rows
than loops, sew two rows of the collar into each loop around.

Sew the ends of the collar together and then roll the collar down.
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Weave in yarn ends.

The body should currently look like this.

HEAD AND BODY ASSEMBLY
Pin and sew the head to the body between rnds 14 - 19 of the head, adding toy stuffing as
you sew.

Your mouse should now look like this.

SOCKS
With Cream (04).
Insert your hook into the unworked front loops of rnd 12 of the legs, pull up a loop and ch1.
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Rnd 1. Starting in the same stitch, *sc, hdc inc, sc* x 5 (20)

Tie off and weave in yarn end, repeat on the second leg.

ARMS
WithToffee (88).
Make two.

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *inc* x 6 (12)
Rnd 3 - 7. Sc in each st around for 5 rnds (12)

Change colour to Ochre (13).

Rnd 8 - 17. Sc in each st around for 10 rnds (12)

Stuff the arms softly up to rnd 14.

Rnd 18. Folding the top of the arm in half, sc in each stitch across, through both layers (6)
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Tie off and leave a tail for sewing.

Pin and sew the arms between rnds 37 - 38 of the body.

Weave in any yarn ends.

Your mouse should now look like this.

TAIL
With Baby Pink (51).
This section is worked in rows.

Row 1. Starting with a slip knot on your hook, ch29. Starting in the second chain from the
hook, sl st in each st down the chain (28)
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Tie off and leave a tail for sewing.

Pin and sew the tail to the back of your mouse between rnds 22 - 23.

Weave in yarn ends.

HAT
With Cranberry (42).
At the end of each rnd, sl st into the first stitch of the rnd and ch1 (don’t count the chain as a
stitch).

Rnd 1. 10 hdc in magic ring, sl st into first st of the rnd and ch1 (10)
Rnd 2. Starting in the same stitch, *hdc inc* x 10, sl st into first st of the rnd and ch1 (20)
Rnd 3. Starting in the same stitch, *1hdc, 1hdc inc* x 10, sl st into first st of the rnd and ch1
(30)
Rnd 4. Starting in the same stitch, *1hdc, 1hdc dec* x 10, sl st into first st of the rnd and ch1
(20)
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Rnd 5. Starting in the same stitch, *3sc, dec* x 4, sl st into first st of the rnd and ch1 (16)
Rnd 6. 4sc, working in FLO 2hdc, 1dc, *dc inc* x 2, 1dc, 2hdc, working in both loops 4sc (18)

Tie off and leave a long tail (30cm) for sewing.
The stitches worked in FLO will create the brim of the hat.

Slightly flatten the back of the hat to create the following shape.

Pin and sew the hat at an angle between rnds 14 - 20 of the head.
Once the hat has been sewn to the head, flatten the back of the hat against the head.
Then using your yarn end, sew 3 - 4 stitches to the back of the hat to secure.
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Weave in leftover yarn ends.

Your mouse should look like this.

PULL CART
With Light Brown (06).
The first section of the pull cart is worked in rows, at the end of each row, ch1 and turn your
work (don’t count the chain as a stitch).
This section will create the bottom of the pull cart.

Row 1. Starting with a slip knot on your hook, ch13. Starting in the second chain from the
hook, 12sc down the chain, ch1 and turn (12)
Row 2 - 7. Sc in each st across, ch1 and turn for 6 rows (12)
Row 8. Sc in each st across (12)

From here the cart will now be worked in rnds.

Rnd 1. Ch1 (don’t count as a st), sc around the edges of your work, adding 2sc into each
corner (42)
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Rnd 2 - 4. Sc in each st around for 3 rnds (42)

Tie off and weave in yarn end.

PULL CART WHEELS
With Charcoal (123).
Make two.

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *inc* x 6, sl st into first st of the rnd (12)

Tie off and leave a tail for sewing.

Pin and sew the wheels between rnds 2 - 3 of the cart.
Note - only sew the top half of the wheel to the cart.
Weave in yarn ends.
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PULL CART HANDLE
With Light Brown (06).
This section is worked in rows, at the end of the row, ch1 and turn your work (don’t count as
a stitch).

Row 1. With a long (15cm) starting tail and a slip knot on your hook, ch23. Starting in the
second chain from the hook, sc in each st down the chain, ch1 and turn (22)
Row 2. Sl st in each st (22)

Tie off and leave a long tail for sewing.

Fold the top of the handle over to create a loop and sew the edge to the handle
approximately 10 stitches down.

Pin and sew the other end of the handle to the inside of the pull cart.

Weave in yarn ends.

PUMPKIN
With Burnt Orange (66).

Rnd 1. 6sc in magic ring (6)
Rnd 2. *inc* x 6 (12)
Rnd 3. *1sc, inc* x 6 (18)
Rnd 4. *2sc, inc* x 6 (24)
Rnd 5. *3sc, inc* x 6 (30)
Rnd 6 - 13. Sc in each st around for 8 rnds (30)

Start stuffing firmly and continue to stuff throughout this section.
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Rnd 14. *3sc, dec* x 6 (24)
Rnd 15. *2sc, dec* x 6 (18)
Rnd 16. *1sc, dec* x 6 (12)
Rnd 17. *dec* x 6 (6)

Finish stuffing.

Tie off and leave a long (20cm) tail for shaping the pumpkin. Weave yarn end through the
front loops of the remaining stitches and pull to close.
Do not weave in your yarn end. Insert your yarn end out through the top of your pumpkin
and back into the bottom of the pumpkin.
Pull your yarn end gently to create a dent.

Repeat 4 more times around the pumpkin.

Weave in yarn ends.

PUMPKIN LEAF
With Jungle Green (111).
This section is worked in a row.

Row 1. Starting with a slip knot on your hook, ch9. Starting in the second chain from the
hook, *1sc, inc* x 4 (12)
Tie off and leave a tail for sewing.

Pin and sew the leaf to the top of the pumpkin.
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Weave in yarn ends.

PUMPKIN STALK
With Light Brown (06).
This section is worked in a row.

Row 1. Starting with a slip knot on your hook, ch5. Starting in the second chain from the
hook, sl st in each st down the chain (4)

Pin and sew the stalk to the top of the pumpkin.

Place the pumpkin in the pull cart.

And you’re finished!
