
KNITTING PATTERN

Wooly
Design: Hobbii Design
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MATERIALS
1 skein of Apricity, col. Stone (24) (for the
body)
1 skein of Garland, col. Oatmilk (29) (for
face, legs, ears and tail)

Straight needles 4 mm
Straight needles 3 mm
A piece of black yarn for embroidered
details
Stuffing
Darning needle

YARN QUALITY
Apricity, Happy Place

65% Alpaca, 28% Polyamide, 7% Wool
50 g (1.75 oz) = 120 m (131 yds)

Garland, Hobbii
70% Cotton, 30% Alpaca
50 g (1.75 oz) = 105 m (114 yds)

GAUGE
20 sts x 28 rows = 10 cm x 10 cm / 4” x 4”
In garter stitch with Apricity

ABBREVIATIONS
K = knit
P = Purl
K2tog = knit 2 stitches together
M1 = knit 2 stitches in the same stitch
Co = Cast on
BO = Bind off

SIZE
One size

MEASUREMENTS
Height: approx. 5 cm / 2”
Length: approx. 8 cm / 3.25” from nose to tail

PATTERN INFORMATION
This cute little sheep is perfect as a small
pocket friend or key chain.

The body is worked back and forth in garter
stitch in a square shape. The head and legs
are made by picking up stitches on the body.
The head is worked back and forth and
shaped with increases. The legs are worked
in i-cord.

The sheep is sewn together from nose to
bottom and stuffed while sewing.

The ears and tail are worked by picking up
stitches on the head / body. The ears are
worked flat and the tail is worked in i-cord.

Finally you embroider a cute little face on the
sheep, and Wooly is ready.

INFO AND TIPS
Wooly is a perfect project for leftover yarn. The little sheep is cute in all the colors of the
rainbow.

How to secure ends
When securing ends from the legs, tail, ears and face: Thread the needle with the yarn-end and
secure it by poking the needle all the way through the stuffed head or body, pull the thread
lightly and cut it where it comes out.

How to work an i-cord
An i-cord can be created using a multiple of stitches. For this pattern we are working both a 3
stitch (for the tail) and a 4 stitch (for the legs) i-cord.
How to knit an i-cord:

1. Pick up 3 or 4 sts
2. Slide your stitches from one end of the DPN (or circular needle) to the other. Your

working yarn will be coming from the 3rd or 4th stitch.
3. Knit those 3 or 4 stitches.

Repeat instructions 2-3 until your i-cord reachesO the desired length.

BODY
With Apricity and bigger needles (4 mm)
Co 14 sts and knit 14 rows back and forth in garter stitch. Bind off
The body measures approx. 7 x 5 cm / 2.75” x 2”
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HEAD
With Apricity and bigger needles (4 mm)
From the right side where you just did the bind off: Pick up 4 stitches in the middle 4
stitches.

The first row is from the wrong side of the work

Row 1: K all ( 4 sts)
Row 2: *M1*, *-* repeat till end of row ( 8 sts)
Row 3: K all ( 8 sts)
Row 4: *K1, M1* *-* repeat till end of row ( 12 sts)

With Garland and smaller needles
Row 5: P all ( 12 sts)
Row 6: K all ( 12 sts)
Row 7: P all ( 12 sts)
Row 8: *K2tog*, *-* repeat till end of row ( 6 sts)

Cut the thread but leave a tail, approx. 10 cm / 4”.
Pull the thread through the remaining stitches and pull firmly.
Leave the tail until seaming.

LEGS
With Garland and smaller needles

Pick up stitches for the legs on each side of the body - see illustration below.

From the right side: Pick up 4 stitches and knit an i-cord (4 rows). BO and pull the thread
down through the i-cord and secure the end.
Repeat for all four legs.
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Head

Tail

SEAMING
With mattress stitches
Seam from nose to bottom.

Use the Garland yarn end to seam together the white part of the head.
Switch to Apricity and seam the rest of the body while firmly stuffing the sheep.

Hide all yarn-ends inside the sheep.
Secure the yarn-end.

EARS
With Garland and smaller needles (3 mm)

Pick up 2 stitches on the side of the head in the grey part and knit 2 rows in stockinette.
Use the photos below as a guide.
Pull the thread through the stitches and weave in the end down one side of the ear.
Secure the end.
Repeat for the other ear.

TAIL
With Garland and smaller needles (3 mm)

Pick up 3 stitches on the top of the bottom and knit an i-cord (3 rows). BO and pull the
thread down through the i-cord and secure the end.
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FACE
With a yarn needle and black thread
Make the nose, mouth and eyes using the photos below as guidance.
